1. Home games / training Sunday at 10:30am prompt and usually finishing at 12:30pm. Additional training 
times are notified at individual levels. 
 
2. Away games Players meet at the Clubhouse for 09:15am  (see fixtures list).Coach leaves at 09:30am. 
Payment of the subscription fee will entitle the player to travel free of charge on the bus provided. If 
spectators wish to travel on the bus a fee of £1 is charged to partly cover transport costs, this is subject to 
availability of seats. Local venues by car as follows: Ruthin, Denbigh, Chester, Mold & Whitchurch. 
Further details from your coach or the web-site. 
 
3. Please provide Studded boots (no sharp edges) Gum shield, black shorts, red socks, warm training top, 
towel and change of clothing, water/drinks.  A limited number of playing shirts are available for matches but 
parents can help to keep costs down by purchasing their own tops at the Club shop. 
 
4. Security Changing rooms and showers are usually provided by the Club. However, due to the great 
number of children involved in each session it is not practical to lock these rooms.  It is unwise to send 
children with “designer” or expensive clothing as this attracts theft. 
 
5. Assistance To run our club successfully we need parental involvement, both on and off the field. 
Assistance with catering, serving meals, clearing up, fundraising, coaching and organisation is always 
gratefully accepted. 
 
REGISTRATION  All new players must register with North Wales Junior Rugby Association. Two passport 
size photos must be provided at time of registration. The North Wales Junior Association provides a rugby 
pathway for your child to; district, semi professional & national rugby opportunities. It’s registration is valid for 
three years.
